Changing Room Policy
Male and Female athletes have separate changing rooms and must change in their own designated area. Under no circumstances shall that rule be breached. 

Male and Female athletes shall not enter the changing rooms of the opposite gender under any circumstances nor shall a coach or official do so if of opposite gender.
Club officials or coaches should only enter a changing room where junior athletes are changing when accompanied by another adult or when other adults are already present and those entering should be of the same gender as those changing. 

Athletes, coaches and officials of the Club are expected to comply with the appropriate codes of good conduct and behaviour whilst in the changing rooms as approved by the Club.
Users of the changing facilities are expected to behave responsibly whilst using them.
It is the aim of the Club to strive to ensure the safety and well being of all its members whilst taking part in training sessions and during competition.
The taking of photographs in changing rooms shall be prohibited by all persons.
Failure to adhere to this Policy by either young athletes, coaches or club officials shall result in the matter being considered by the Club Committee, who will determine the appropriate action to be taken.
Please note the designated male changing rooms at Witton Park on training nights may be used as a squad meeting area for the purpose of passing on details of the session or club news but when that is done all changing will have ceased.
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
